Maantee poliitilisus. Véimu, ideoloogia ja lihe rahvuse identiteedi kajastumine maanteedes.

Teel olemine. Fiiiisiline, reaalne ja kujutlustes teel olemine. Teel olemine mdlestustes. Teel liikudes
tdhenduste, lugude ja seoste loomine. Pohjused teel olemiseks.

Mis on maantee? Milleks ta on? Kuidas maanteed uurida ning mida maanteel ja selle iimbruses
uurida ja miks? Milline on ruum teede iimber; fliiisiline ja kujuteldav ruum? Millest maantee
koosneb; mis on tema materiaalsed ning méttelised, tdhenduslikud koostisosad?

Maantee kasitlemine lihelt poolt uurimisobjekti ja inspiratsiooniallikana ning teiselt poolt
kohaspetsiifilise kunsti tegemise ja toimumise asukohana.

Maanteekunsti festival loob véimaluse ja territooriumi teedega lahemaks kohtumiseks ning nende
pohjalikumaks ja teistsuguseks kogemiseks ja motestamiseks, nende uurimiseks ja mdistmiseks,
kirjeldamiseks ja teistmoodi ettekujutamiseks. Tegemist on kohaspetsiifilise kunsti festivaliga, mis
toimub Eesti Maanteemuuseumis ning selle |ahiiimbruses vanal Tartu-Voru postiteel PGlvamaal
15-20.07.2014.

Kunstiprojekti ideedega on oodatud kandideerima erinevate alade kunstnikud: tanava-, maastiku-
ja graffitikunstnikud, teatri-, tantsu- ja performancekunstnikud, heli- ja videokunstnikud,
fotograafid, skulptorid, kirjanikud, maali- ja tekstiilikunstnikud, muusikud jne. Projektid peavad
valmima kohapeal, lahtuma festivali teemast ja kohast ning olema avatud festivali kiilastajatele ka
valmimisprotsessi ajal. Konkreetse oma projekti teostamise koha etteantud piirkonna raames saab
iga kunstnik valida ise. Festivali viimastel paevadel leiab aset valminud t6dde esitlus, mille formaat
on igathe enda otsustada (etendus, performance, naitus, ettelugemine, filmivaatamine,
Uhiskuulamine, teejuhiga rannak vms.). Kandideerimiseks palume saata oma CV ning max 300 sona
pikkune kunstiprojekti kirjeldus hiljemalt 28. veebruariks aadressil: tuuli.tubin@mnt.ee. Festivali
poolt on osalejatele tasuta 66bimine kauni vana postitee dares koos hommiku- ja Idunaséogiga
(lisaks tingimused ise s6ogivalmistamiseks), materjalid oma projekti teostamiseks summas kuni
100 eurot ning vdimalus kohtuda ja teha koostd6d teiste kunstnikega lile kogu maa.

ONE PIECE OF ROAD

Road. Landscape. Pattern of roads; pattern of movements. Road as a tool for guiding and exploring
movements through space and landscape. Road as a material object, and an imaginary
congregation of meanings. Connector and separator of places, people, times and stories. Road as a
graveyard.

Politics of roads. Embodiment of power, ideology and a nation’s identity in roads.

Being on the road. Being on the road in reality, and in imagination. Being on the road in memory.
Creation of meanings, stories and connections. Reasons.

What is a road? Why do we have them? How do we research roads? What do we look for, and
why? What is the space around roads; physical and imaginary? What are its tangible and
intangible components?

Road as an object of research and source of inspiration, as a territory for site-specific creations and
experiences.

The Road Art Festival creates an opportunity and space to explore roads more closely, to think
about them more thoroughly and differently, to research and understand them, to describe and
imagine them in new ways. It is a site-specific art festival held at the Estonian Road Museum and
in its close surroundings on the old Tartu-Voru post road in PGlvamaa, from the 15th to the 20th of
July, 2014. Artists from all fields are invited to apply: street- and performance artists,
environmental and graffiti artists, sound-, video- and theatre artists, dancers, photographers,
sculptors, writers, musicians, etc. Projects should be created on site and be inspired by the festival
theme and location. Artists may select a particular space within this territory for their project.

Each project should also be open to the public during its creation process. The last days of the
festival will be dedicated to the presentation of works; the presentation form is at the artist’s
discretion (performance, exhibition, guided tour, reading, listening session, etc.). Please email your
proposal (max 300 words) and CV to tuuli.tubin@mnt.ee no later than the 28th of February, 2014.

The festival will provide accommodation in the beautiful surroundings of the Old Post Road, daily
breakfast and lunch (and cooking facilities for making your own dinners), materials up to
approximately 100€ per project, and the opportunity to meet and collaborate with artists and
creators from around the country.
